
Clubhouse Toilets: Attention all pool and clubhouse
users:  For everyone’s sake, PLEASE monitor children
and make sure toilets are flushed. If necessary, please
accompany them inside to be sure.

For Dog Owners: We ask all pet owners to be
responsible and considerate of neighbors. Please do
not let dogs out onto any common area or in front of
your neighbor’s units unleashed, even if they stay
close to home. We find that unleashed dogs have a
tendency to use the same area repeatedly, causing
damage to common area sod. And of course, all solid
waste is to be picked up immediately anywhere with-
in the complex. Thank you.

July 4th Office Hours: The office will close after
noon on Thursday, July 3, and reopen Monday morn-
ing, July 7th. 

Tree Spraying: Beginning Monday, June 2 (weather
permitting) and through the next week, deciduous

trees will be sprayed for silverfish and aphids. Please
do not allow children to play on grassy areas for one
hour after spraying is completed. We will put out
flags to mark the sprayed areas. Keep pets inside as
much as possible for one hour after spraying or walk
your dogs at another park area and do not allow pets
to eat the grass during this time. 

Beware As You Dig: Please beware of irrigation lines
on your property   as you work in your gardens and
dig on your Lot areas. Staff may not available to
repair lines on owner’s property on weekends or to
provide guidance for shutting off exterior water.

Pool Rules: Take a moment to review the pool rules
and respect all users. If you do not have an access
card to the clubhouse, contact Glenda to obtain one
or to reserve the clubhouse for your summer event. A
lost access card can be replaced for a $10.00 fee.

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• No lifeguard on duty

• Facilities used at your own risk

• Admittance by access card only

• Limit of four guests per unit

• All guests must be accompanied by resident host

• Be considerate, no boisterous or disturbing activity
in pool area

• Radios, TV’s or tape players are permitted only at
low volume or with headsets

• No food or drink is allowed in the pool or
whirlpool

• No glass or pets allowed in or near pool area

• Appropriate footwear and clothing must be worn
when entering clubhouse

• Persons under 12 years of age are not permitted to
swim without an attending adult

• No persons under age 12 are allowed in whirlpool
for health reasons

• During peak use periods, the use of inflatable
objects may be limited

• Health department regulations require us to have a
divider between the deep and shallow ends of the
pool. Lap swimmers may remove this divider and
replace it when finished swimming laps

• Babies need to be clothed with rubber pants over
diapers

• Stoney Brook management has the authority to
deny use of pool facilities to any person failing to
comply with above rules
