Living in  Coyote Country

Coyotes are very adaptable and
inhabit most urban areas along the
Front Range, including our neighbor-
hood. If you see a coyote, use com-
mon sense. Never approach them.

Observe them from a distance and help keep them
wild. In order to avoid conflicts with coyotes:

• Do not allow your pets to roam at large, especially
in early morning and evening or night. Coyotes will
attack and kill cats and dogs. 

• Do not allow dogs to run with coyotes. Although it
appears they are "playing ", coyotes can turn on
dogs to defend their territory. They may be leading
your dog into an ambush.

• Do not run.

• When walking your dog, keep pets on a leash and
close to you. Dogs 15 feet away on retractable leash-
es are difficult to control. Wild animals must hunt
to eat and see no difference between your dog and
other wild creatures.    

• Do not use birdfeeders. Hulls and debris under feed-
ers attract small mammals such as mice, squirrels, rac-
coons and rabbits, which in turn will attract coyotes.

• Do whatever you can to let the coyote know it is
unwelcome in your presence.

• If a coyote approaches you or your pet, you can
throw rocks or sticks to frighten it away.

• Use a loud voice, whistle or noisemaker to frighten
the animal.

PREVENTION STRATEGIES:
• Keep your registration and insurance papers on

your person and not in your glove box

• Do not leave personal papers in your vehicle

• Park in a well lit area

• Arm your security alarm before leaving your vehicle

• Do not leave any visible items in your vehicle while
you are away; always put them in your trunk

• If you have space in your garage, park your vehicle
in the garage and not in the street
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
