
The Double-Crested
Cormorant is a
goose-sized, rather
ungainly diving bird
that can be seen on
the banks of our
ponds with its wings
spread to expose wet
feathers to the sun

and wind. It would seem a disadvantage for a water
bird to have to dry its wings, but the lack of “water-

proofing” allows the cormorant to dive deeply at great
lengths after its fish prey. Its hooked bill, sealed nos-
trils and excellent underwater vision are other features
of this interesting fisher. It is a somewhat misnamed
species, as its "double-crest" of black-and-white wisps
on its head is present only during a transient time dur-
ing the breeding season. The orange pouch below the
eye and eye color also intensify during this period.
This adult whose picture was taken in late May was
showing orange coloring on its pouch but no crest.

The following are suggestions for reducing our individual vulnerability to theft and vandalism:

1) Park cars in a locked garage. If parking vehicles outside of a garage, do not leave valuables in the car
and certainly do not leave the valuables in plain view.

2) Trim bushes to a low level to make them less obstructive.

3) Improve lighting in the direct vicinity of homes to remove shadows and hiding spots. Proper lighting
greatly deters criminal activity.

4) Lock doors, close and lock garages and properly secure open windows at night when the majority of
incidents occur.
